Using Kintera Thon, DFCI’s Rally Against

Cancer Nearly Triples Its Fundraising Goal

Dana-Farber Cancer Institute’s (DFCI) Jimmy Fund, founded in 1948, supports
the fight against cancer, helping to raise the chances of survival for cancer
patients around the world. Based in Boston, Massachusetts, the dedicated
members of DFCl are huge Boston Red Sox fans and have been working
with the organization for more than 50 years to support the Jimmy Fund
and find cures for cancer.

Recently, Red Sox fans and DFCI supporters helped the Jimmy Fund raise
over $282,000 during a fundraising event called Rally Against Cancer.With
donations continuing to come in, DFCI has nearly tripled its expected goal
amount. DFCl used the Kintera Thon event module to help manage the
event, which coincided with the Red Sox 2006 home opener at Fenway Park.

Using Kintera Thon, DFCI was able to set up a virtual fundraising event,
where supporters, also known as team captains, set up teams and recruited
team members to make a minimum $5 donation to the Jimmy Fund.To
recruit team members, each coach used the Kintera Thon module to set up
individual mini Web sites where they tracked the progress of their efforts. In
return, participants were able to and were encouraged by their schools and
businesses to wear their favorite Red Sox apparel to work. The winning team
was awarded with a visit from Red Sox right fielder Trot Nixon.
